Amsterdam , 22 May 2008 - The second edition of Intertraffic China, held from 24 to 
26 April 2008 in the Beijing Exhibition Center , was well attended and conside red a successful event by visitors and exhibitors alike. Intertraffic 2009 will run from 18-20 March in the Shanghai Exhibition Center , simultaneously with two conferences: The Third International Conference on Urban Transportation Systems, organised by the Transport and Development Institute of the American Society of Civil Engineers, and the Sixth Asia Pacific Conference on Transportation & Environment, organised by the International Steering Committee of APTE. The China Academy of Transportation Sciences is the local host for both events.
